As a schoolboy, however, Tommy had great
difficulty reading. Despite attending special schools, he still was not able to read until late childhood, around age
10 or 11. With a great deal of hard work, he was eventually able to qualify for admission to the College of New Jersey,
which later become Prinston University. Even in college, However, did not excel at coursework.

To this point, you might predict that Tommy’s chances for success in life were only moderate. We might say
today that ‘he didn’t look good on paper,” our modest predictions for Tommy’s future would be proven wrong,
however. Tommy was Thomas Woodrow Wilson. After graduating from Princeton, he earned a law degree from
the University of Virginia and a doctorate in political science from Johns Hopkins University.

Based on his accomplishments across the course of his life, most people would say that Thomas Woodrow
Wilson was an intelligent man. If he had taken an intelligence test or some other kind of aptitude test as a boy, he
might not have scored in the ‘intelligent’ range. ~Wilson’s life story raises important questions about what we

mean by intelligence.

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Lack of sleep not only makes people groggy; it can also make them selfish.

Eti Ben Simon at the University of California, Berkeley", and her colleagues used three approaches to assess
how sleep affects people’s willingness to help others. In the first study, nearly 80% of participants reported a decreased
desire to help others after experiencing a sleepless night compared with a good night’s sleep. Brain scans® showed
that sleeplessness reduced the activity of a network of brain regions involved in social interaction.

In the second study, participants recorded their sleep patterns and took an altruism questionnaire for four days.
The data showed that individuals were more selfish after a poor night’s sleep than after a good one.

The third study analyzed more than three million charitable donations made between 2001 and 2016 in the United
States. In the week when daylight saving time commences, snatching away an hour of sleeping time, people tended
to donate about 10% less money than they did in the weeks before and after that of the switch.

Policies that help people to sleep better might lead to more altruistic acts, the researchers say.

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We must face the fact that the credibility of the United Nations is at stake due to the aggression against Ukraine by
Russia, a permanent member of the Security Council. We, the Member States of the UN, must act to restore this
Organization’s credibility.

Frequently, debates about the dysfunctionality of the Security Council have been pointed out. We have debated
about this issue for almost over thirty years. But what is truly needed now is not a discussion for the sake of discussion,
but actions toward reform. Even amongst the Permanent Member States of the Security Council, there are some
countries that have shown a willingness to embrace reform. But there can be "No reform without negotiation." The
various positions cannot be compromised or converge without any negotiation. The time has come to start text-based
negotiations to reform the Security Council. The Summit of the Future in 2024 is an excellent opportunity to broadly
review the nature of the UN. By all means, let us gather a wide range of wisdom, including from experts, and build
momentum.

Faced with the crisis of the international order caused by Russia’s aggression, the General Assembly adopted a
resolution condemning Russia in the strongest terms with an overwhelming majority. At that time, the UN was a
beacon in the dark night, clearly indicating the direction in which the international community should go. The General
Assembly proved to be the sole universal organ that represents all Member States, pointing us in the direction of the
international community's just cause.

Japan is determined not only to reform the Security Council, but also to work earnestly to further revitalize the
General Assembly and to push the UN so it can pursue an even greater role in the maintenance of peace and security.
Japan will also continue to support the Secretary-General as he oversees the activities of this Organization.

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In language education there has always been a tension between the conventionally agreed upon and collectively
shared ways of making meaning by members of a given culture, and the individual idiosyncratic uses of language by
speakers and writers. In foreign language education, there is an additional tension within language learners who are
by definition performers of a first language (L.1) and a first culture (C1) and are becoming also performers of an L2
and C2. In both cases, there might be a conflict between the needs of the individual and the group, the demands of
the self and the other. It isto break out of these dualities—individual-social, self-other, native-nonnative speaker, C1—
C2 — that the concept of “third culture” was conceived. Third culture has been conceptualized under various names in
various disciplines in the social sciences. In the following, I pass in review the various ways in which thirdness has
been theorized and applied to language and literacy education. I then take stock of current structuralist and emergent
post-structuralist approaches to the relation of language and culture in language education. I finally discuss the future

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Most job-search self-help books focus on practical questions or problems: how to "create" the perfect resume;
how to network; how to dress for an interview. Few books go into job-hunting's psychological obstacles-the
"mental roadblocks" that can confuse and discourage us. These fears-of exposure, of rejection, of appearing
"desperate"-can sabotage even the most serious job seeker.

What most of us find most frightening is the job interview. But there's some encouraging news on this front.
Recent business-psychology research shows that what really impresses interviewers often goes against traditional
wisdom. For example, one study found that interviewees who engage in "blatant self-promotion" are largely
ineffective. The most successful interviewees are modest and ingratiating. They enthusiastically praise the
company or organization and compliment the interviewer. They make eye contact and smile a lot. But there's a
catch: the smile must be genuine. Research shows that prospective bosses are repelled by "fake smiling." Nine

times out of ten, they reject candidates whose grins aren't real.

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Research on the science of sport is heavily skewed towards male athletes, finds a review of hundreds of
sports-medicine studies’. The imbalance leaves large gaps in knowledge about female sports and sport-related
injuries. Researchers reviewed 669 studies published between 2017 and 2021 in 6 leading sports-science journals.
Just 9% of the studies focused exclusively on female athletes, whereas 71% focused only on male athletes. The
starkest comparison was in baseball and softball, with 91% of studies focusing on male players and only 5%
focusing on female players. The authors say the disparity could be due to several factors, from financial incentives
to the availability of data in public databases and an over-representation of male researchers in the field. There has
been a slight improvement in the past few years, and the proportion of studies that focus solely on women or girls
or included both male and female athletes is gradually increasing. A review of this type is long overdue, says
Willie Stewart, a neuroscientist at the University of Glasgow, UK, who studies concussion. “It reflects the general

neglect of female sport.”

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What causes us to perceive motion? The simplest idea is that perceive that an object is in motion whenever its
image moves across our retina. This answer turns out to be that simple, though, for we can see motion even when
nothing moves on our retina. Stroboscopic motion is produced most simply by flashing a light in darkness and
then, a few milliseconds later, flashing another light near the location of the first light. The light will seem to move
from one place to the other in a way that is indistinguishable from real motion.

Wertheimer's demonstration of stroboscopic is not just an idle academic exercise; the phenomenon is crucial to
a great deal of present-day visual-display technology. A prime example is movies, wherein the motion we perceive
is stroboscopic motion. A movie is, as most people realize, simply a series of still photographs (or 'frames'’), each

one slightly different from the preceding one.

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For the first time, octopuses have been spotted throwing things — at each other. Octopuses are known for their
solitary nature, but in Jervis Bay, Australia, the gloomy octopus (Octopus tetricus) lives at very high densities. To
study their interactions, researchers filmed them with underwater cameras”. In more than 20 hours of footage, one
behaviour stood out: the eight-limbed creatures gathering shells, silt or algae with their arms, then hurling the
objects away, propelled by water jets from their siphons. Some of the time, it seemed the octopuses were tossing
away debris or leftovers, but it did sometimes appear that they were throwing things at each other. The team found
clues that the octopuses were deliberately targeting one another. Throws that made contact with another octopus
were relatively strong and often occurred as the thrower displayed a uniform dark or medium body colour.
Sometimes the octopuses on the receiving end ducked. Throws that made octo-contact were also more likely to be
made with a specific set of arms, and the projectile was more likely to be silt. The throws might help the animals

to cope with the bay’s high population density.
